Pastor’s Note

January 09, 2025
My Dear Brothers and Sister in Christ in Whatcom County,

The emergency of Fr. Thumbi’s cancer diagnosis has forced me to make immediate changes to the daily Mass, office hours,
and exposition schedule for our Family. | am writing to provide context, decisions, and a look ahead.

Partners in the Gospel - Writing on the Wall

As our society rapidly secularizes, our Church faces dwindling numbers of parishioners, priests, and financial resources. At its

core, the purpose of Partners in the Gospel was to help us better weather these reductions through administrative
consolidation, with the theory that a small community might be wiped out by the loss of a priest or a reduced Sunday
collection, but a larger community should still have the resources necessary to reorganize and rebuild. | fully believe Partners
in the Gospel was and is necessary and | remain deeply grateful to Archbishop Etienne for having the courage to undertake it.

Unfortunately, it has become clear that we were already in crisis before we were able to take action. While the hope of
Partners was that we would have three years to plan and discuss our future together, the reality has been the same steady
drum-beat of crises in priestly assignments that preceded Partners — crises that we have been able to weather better, but
crises all the same. In light of this, many parish Families have approached their Partners planning driven by the question “How
might we do this with one fewer priest?” It is a question | have always had in the back of my mind for Whatcom County, but
one | was hoping we would not have to answer so soon.

Fr. Thumbi — Catalyst, Not Cause

Due to his recent cancer diagnosis, the extreme pain it has been causing him, and his need to focus on his treatment, Fr.

Thumbi has requested to clear his schedule of all responsibilities except weekend Masses. This is an indefinite request, and we
are not sure how long this will be his reality. With some significant and unexpected deaths of Archdiocesan priests recently, it
is also clear that there is no one who can take Fr. Thumbi’s place here in Whatcom County. Clearing his schedule requires
immediate changes.

However, | want to strongly emphasize that these changes were coming to us eventually. They may be upon us faster than we
had hoped, with far less planning and conversation than | had hoped, but we cannot think of these as temporary changes to
get us through a crisis. The status quo is not viable. We need to prepare our county for the potential of fewer priests, and to
make our assignment more doable for the priests we still have.

Explanation of Mass Changes

1.

Minimize Change — because this is an emergency change, | have tried to keep already existing Mass times and
locations as much as possible. Our final schedule will only be developed after much broader consultation.

Bellingham Focus + Reduction — Almost half of Whatcom County lives in the city of Bellingham, so it is important that
we try to have Mass in Bellingham every day. However, Bellingham does not need two daily Masses

a. Assuch, | have cancelled the Wednesday, 7:15 am at Assumption, the Thursday, 9:00 am at Sacred Heart, and
moved the Friday, 9:00 am at Sacred Heart to Wednesday.

Change to 8:15 am — With only one daily Mass in Bellingham, | changed the morning Mass times to 8:15am as a
compromise between the Assumption and Sacred Heart Mass times. This has the added benefit of creating
consistency across the city and providing another opportunity for school parents to attend Mass after dropping off

their students.

One Mass Each — Canon 905 says that a priest should not celebrate more than one Mass each day without a good
reason, so | have scheduled each priest for only one daily Mass.

a. Required removing one Mass from Tuesday (Ferndale) and Wednesday (Blaine).

One Mass per Location — Outside of Bellingham, | have tried to ensure that each church has one daily Mass each
week.

a. Required cancelling the Thursday, 9:00 am in Lynden so that Blaine could have a Mass.



3 Competing Interests & 2 Rejected Options

There were three competing interests that | found it difficult to balance:

1. Maintain the School Mass time — The school is a very complicated system, with schedules built a full year ahead of
time. Moving the school Mass creates a /ot of falling dominos.

2. Maintain the Exposition Schedules — Similarly, getting people to sign up for exposition hours has been more and
more challenging at both Assumption and Sacred Heart, so moving exposition will likely result in losing adorers.

3. Balance Mass Cancellations — Ideally, every parish in our Family would be affected by these cancellations equally.
This resulted in two rejected options:

1. Monday Mass at Sacred Heart, Tue. — Fri. at Assumption — This would have allowed us to keep the school Mass time
and the Assumption exposition times but would have unequally affected Sacred Heart with two Mass cancellations
and a change to its exposition times.

2. Move the School Mass to Thursday, keeping Sacred Heart Masses on Mon. and Fri. — This would have allowed us to
keep all current exposition times and equally distribute the cancellations. It was ruled about because changing the
school Mass was too burdensome.

In the end, the present schedule was chosen because, of all the possible disturbances, the changes required of adorers were
seen as minimal (Assumption adorers are able to keep their same hours but shift them to a different day) and potentially
beneficial (combining adorers from both Bellingham churches makes exposition in the city a stronger and more reliable
program).

Moving Forward

Community Feedback

Even if we were eventually going to have to make these changes, | still would have preferred to have broader conversations
about these changes before making them. To that end, please regard these as experimental changes. | will work with my staff
to schedule listening sessions (likely during Lent) so that we can discuss how things have gone with these changes, and what
our hopes are for a permanent schedule.

Sunday Mass Changes

Unfortunately, these changes make me wonder if we may need to change our Sunday Mass schedule sooner than | was
planning, too. | hope to provide a framework for that conversation sooner rather than later. Your prayers on this front are
appreciated.

Nota del Pastor

Mis queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo en el condado de Whatcom,

La emergencia del diagndstico de cancer del P. Thumbi me ha obligado a hacer cambios inmediatos en la Misa diaria, el
horario de oficina y el horario de exposiciones de nuestra Familia. Escribo para proporcionar contexto, decisiones y una
mirada hacia el futuro.

Socios en el Evangelio — Ya Escrito en |la Pared

A medida que nuestra sociedad se seculariza rapidamente, nuestra Iglesia se enfrenta a la disminucidn del nimero de

feligreses, sacerdotes y recursos financieros. En esencia, el propdsito de Socios en el Evangelio era ayudarnos a sobrellevar
mejor estas reducciones a través de la consolidaciéon administrativa, con la teoria de que una pequefia comunidad podria ser
aniquilada por la pérdida de un sacerdote o una colecta dominical reducida, pero una comunidad mas grande aun deberia
tener los recursos necesarios para reorganizarse y reconstruir. Creo plenamente que Socios en el Evangelio fue y es necesario
y sigo profundamente agradecido al arzobispo Etienne por haber tenido el coraje de emprenderlo.

Desgraciadamente, ha quedado claro que ya estdbamos en crisis antes de que pudiéramos actuar. Si bien la esperanza de los
Socios era que tendriamos tres afios para planificar y discutir nuestro futuro juntos, la realidad ha sido el mismo redoble
constante de crisis en las asignaciones sacerdotales que precedieron a los Socios, crisis que hemos podido capear mejor, pero
crisis, al fin y al cabo. A la luz de esto, muchas familias parroquiales se han acercado a la planificacion de sus socios impulsados
por la pregunta "éCédmo podriamos hacer esto con un sacerdote menos?" Es una pregunta que siempre he tenido en mente
para Whatcom County, pero esperaba que no tuviéramos que responder tan pronto.

P. Thumbi — Catalizador, no causa

Debido a su reciente diagndstico de cancer, el dolor extremo que le ha estado causando y su necesidad de concentrarse en su

tratamiento, el P. Thumbi ha solicitado despejar su agenda de todas las responsabilidades, excepto las misas de fin-de semana.
Esta es una peticidn indefinida, y no estamos seguros de cuanto tiempo serd su realidad. Con algunas muertes significativas e
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inesperadas de sacerdotes arquidiocesanos recientemente, también esta claro que no hay nadie que pueda tomar el lugar del

P. Thumbi aqui en el condado de Whatcom. Despejar su agenda requiere cambios inmediatos.

Sin embargo, quiero enfatizar fuertemente que estos cambios nos llegarian eventualmente. Es posible que lleguen mas rapido

de lo que esperdbamos, con mucha menos planificacién y conversacion de lo que esperaba, pero no podemos pensar en ellos

como cambios temporales para superar una crisis. El statu quo no es viable. Necesitamos preparar a nuestro condado para el

potencial de menos sacerdotes, y hacer que nuestra asignacion sea mas factible para los sacerdotes que todavia tenemos.

Minimizar el cambio: debido a que este es un cambio de emergencia, he tratado de mantener los horarios y lugares
de Misa ya existentes tanto como sea posible. Nuestro cronograma final solo se desarrollard después de una consulta
mucho mds amplia.

Bellingham Focus + Reduction — Casi la mitad del condado de Whatcom vive en la ciudad de Bellingham, por lo que es
importante que intentemos tener Misa en Bellingham todos los dias. Sin embargo, Bellingham no necesita dos misas
diarias

a. Como tal, he cancelado el miércoles a las 7:15 am en Asuncidn, el jueves a las 9:00 am en el Sagrado Corazén,
y he trasladado el viernes a las 9:00 am en el Sagrado Corazén al miércoles.

Cambiar a las 8:15 am - Con solo una Misa diaria en Bellingham, cambié el horario de la Misa de la mafiana a las 8:15
am como un compromiso entre los horarios de la Misa de la Asuncidn y del Sagrado Corazdn. Esto tiene el beneficio
adicional de crear consistencia en toda la ciudad y brindar otra oportunidad para que los padres de la escuela asistan

a Misa después de dejar a sus estudiantes.

Una Misa Cada Dia— El Canon 905 dice que un sacerdote no debe celebrar mds de una Misa cada dia sin una buena
razon, por lo que he programado a cada sacerdote para una sola Misa diaria.

a. Serequiridé eliminar una Misa del martes (Ferndale) y el miércoles (Blaine).

Una Misa por Ubicacion — Fuera de Bellingham, he tratado de asegurarme de que cada iglesia tenga una Misa diaria
cada semana.

a. Serequirio cancelar el jueves a las 9:00 am en Lynden para que Blaine pudiera tener una Misa.



3 Intereses Contrapuestos y 2 Opciones Rechazadas

Habia tres intereses contrapuestos que me resultaba dificil equilibrar:

4. Mantener el Horario de Misa de la Escuela: la escuela es un sistema muy complicado, con horarios construidos con
un ailo completo de anticipaciéon. Mover la Misa de la escuela crea una gran cantidad de fichas de dominé que caen.

5. Mantener los Horarios de las Exposiciones - Del mismo modo, conseguir que la gente se inscriba en las horas de
exposicion ha sido cada vez mas dificil tanto en la Asuncidon como en el Sagrado Corazdn, por lo que la exposicion en
movimiento probablemente resultard en la pérdida de adoradores.

6. Equilibrar las Cancelaciones de Misas — Idealmente, todas las parroquias de nuestra familia se verian afectadas por
estas cancelaciones por igual.

Esto dio lugar a dos opciones rechazadas:

3. Misa del lunes en el Sagrado Corazon, martes — viernes en la Asuncion — Esto nos habria permitido mantener el
horario de la Misa escolar y los horarios de exposicion de la Asuncidn, pero habria afectado de manera desigual al
Sagrado Corazdn con dos cancelaciones de Misa y un cambio en sus horarios de exposicion.

4. Trasladar la Misa Escolar a los jueves, manteniendo las Misas del Sagrado Corazodn los lunes y viernes. — Esto nos
habria permitido mantener todos los horarios de exposicion actuales y distribuir equitativamente las cancelaciones.
