Pastor’s Note

Workshops Galore

My favorite weeks are those without any special events, when | can visit all four of our offices on a normal schedule and spend
the majority of my day working on the many administrative tasks that weigh on me. That, however, has not been the story of
August. These are all worthwhile endeavors, of course, they just make my weeks feel a little more frenetic.

Last week, Mr. Ramos (our new school Principal) and | spent a day together at the retreat center in Federal Way. The
Archdiocese is piloting a new requirement that all new Pastor/Principal combinations (either because the Pastor OR the
Principal is new to the combo) spend a day together, talking about how they want to work together and getting any big issues
or disconnects out of the way. Mr. Ramos and | have been doing a lot of meeting during July, so we were already most of the
way down that road, but | still found the day helpful. And | find it very helpful to see how attentive the Archdiocesan Office of
Catholic Schools is being to the Pastor/Principal relationship. They have seen how key that relationship is to the success (or
dumpster fire) of a school, and they are taking concrete actions to put these on solid footings.

This week on Wednesday, | (and about 7 other people from Whatcom County) spent the day at “Advocate Refresher” training.
When someone gets divorced, the Church will do an investigation to determine whether there was something wrong at the
moment of the vows which would have invalidated the marriage and caused it never to have come into effect (e.g. one of the
people getting married never actually believed that fidelity was an important aspect of marriage). This is commonly referred
to as an “annulment”. Well, an annulment is a legal procedure involving the Archdiocesan court (called the “Tribunal”) and
you need lawyers to march these procedures through court. The Archdiocese trains law “Advocates” to serve as some of these
lawyers, helping local parishioners prepare their evidence and cases and then present them to the Tribunal. (This is a Church
court, though, so we also try to pastorally minister to people during the entire procedure.) This is a complicated enough job
that all Advocates are required to go through a refresher training every 3rd year. Though priests are not required to go
through Advocate training, | find it helpful and try to stay up-to-date. Thank you to all of our Whatcom County Advocates for
all of your work for our parishioners!
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And finally, on Thursday, | attended a clergy lunch hosted by the Interfaith Coalition. Interfaith Coalition is a collaborative
effort of many churches and faith communities in Whatcom County, looking to take on common projects. Most recently, you
might remember that they ran temporary housing for homeless families with children. Before that, they started up Unity Care
Northwest. Right now, Interfaith has spun off most of its direct ministries, so it is reinvesting in the local clergy to see where
our relationships and conversations direct us, and hopefully that will result in a new ministry inspired by the Holy Spirit. | have
very few opportunities to interact with non-Catholic clergy, so | am glad | went. We were also given a presentation on

the Potluck Project, the latest initiative of the organization that was started by Fr. Bill Treacy of this Archdiocese.

Again, all of these were important and worthwhile workshops, and | am going to keep making time for them. | just wish 1 had 9

days in a week, so | could attend them and do all my admin. I’'m sure none of you can relate.

Bishops and Cardinals of Japan, U.S. and Korea Release a Joint Statement
on the 80™ Commemoration of the Bombings of Hiroshima and Nagasaki

On the occasion of the 80th anniversary of the atomic bombings and the end of World War II, we, the undersigned
representatives of atomic bomb survivor organizations, cardinals, archbishops, and bishops of the Catholic Church in the
United States, South Korea, and Japan, have gathered in Hiroshima to remember the victims of World War Il, to honor the
memory of those who endured unimaginable suffering caused by the atomic bombings, including those from the Korean
Peninsula and other regions of Asia, and to pray that such a tragedy will never be repeated. We are pleased that the
longstanding efforts of the Japan Confederation of A- and H-Bomb Sufferers Organizations (Nihon Hidankyo) have been
prominently recognized with last year’s Nobel Peace Prize. We pray that the earnest wishes of the aging atomic bomb
survivors for world peace and the elimination of nuclear weapons reach and move people around the world.

Recently, concerns have been raised that signatories to the Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty (NPT) are not fulfilling their
obligation under Article 6 to negotiate in good faith for nuclear disarmament. Additionally, militarized alliances, particularly
with nuclear weapon states, are increasingly viewed as crucial for national protection. We, who are committed to carrying on
the dedication of atomic bomb survivors, recognize that the destructive power of nuclear weapons threatens the survival of
humanity. We strongly press on the urgent need for the international community to build nonviolence, anchored in dialogue
and cooperation, as the foundation of our zealous pursuit of peace and solidarity.

On the 80th anniversary of the atomic bombings and the end of World War Il, we strongly condemn all wars and conflicts, the
use and possession of nuclear weapons, and the threat to use nuclear weapons. We refuse to accept persistent justifications
for atomic bombings as a means of ending war. Alongside other civil society and religious organizations, we will continue to
protest the inhumanity of nuclear weapons and insist on the common good of protecting the earth and all life on it. We
advocate for the ratification and expansion of the Treaty on the Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons (TPNW). We also commit to
cooperating with efforts called for in Articles 6 and 7 of the TPNW to support victims of nuclear weapons and to restore
environments affected by nuclear weapons...

Talleres en abundancia

Mis semanas favoritas son aquellas sin eventos especiales, cuando puedo visitar nuestras cuatro oficinas en un horario normal
y pasar la mayor parte de mi dia trabajando en las muchas tareas administrativas que me pesan. Sin embargo, esa no ha sido
la historia de August. Todos estos son esfuerzos que valen la pena, por supuesto, solo hacen que mis semanas se sientan un
poco mas frenéticas.

La semana pasada, el Sr. Ramos (nuestro nuevo director de escuela) y yo pasamos un dia juntos en el centro de retiro en
Federal Way. La Arquididcesis esta probando un nuevo requisito de que todas las nuevas combinaciones de Pastor / Director
(ya sea porque el Pastor O el Director es nuevo en el combo) pasen un dia juntos, hablando sobre cdmo quieren trabajar
juntos y eliminando cualquier problema importante o desconexidn del camino. El Sr. Ramos y yo nos hemos estado reuniendo
mucho durante julio, por lo que ya estdbamos la mayor parte del camino por ese camino, pero aun asi encontré util el dia. Y
me resulta muy util ver cuan atenta esta siendo la Oficina Arquidiocesana de Escuelas Catdlicas a la relacién Pastor / Director.
Han visto cudn clave es esa relacion para el éxito de una escuela, y estdn tomando medidas concretas para ponerlas sobre
bases sélidas.

Esta semana, el miércoles, yo (y otras 7 personas del condado de Whatcom) pasamos el dia en la capacitacion "Advocate
Refresher". Cuando alguien se divorcia, la Iglesia hara una investigacidon para determinar si hubo algo mal en el momento de
los votos que habria invalidado el matrimonio y causado que nunca hubiera entrado en vigor (por ejemplo, una de las
personas que se casan nunca creyé realmente que la fidelidad era un aspecto importante del matrimonio). Esto se conoce
comunmente como "anulacién". Bueno, una anulacién es un procedimiento legal que involucra a la corte arquidiocesana
(Ilamada el "Tribunal") y necesita abogados para llevar estos procedimientos a través de la corte. La Arquididcesis capacita a
los "Abogados" de la ley para que sirvan como algunos de estos abogados, ayudando a los feligreses locales a preparar sus
pruebas y casos y luego presentarlos al Tribunal. (Sin embargo, este es un tribunal de la Iglesia, por lo que también tratamos
de ministrar pastoralmente a las personas durante todo el procedimiento). Este es un trabajo lo suficientemente complicado
como para que todos los defensores deban pasar por una capacitacién de actualizacidn cada 3er afo. Aunque los sacerdotes
no estan obligados a pasar por la capacitacién de Advocate, lo encuentro util y trato de mantenerme actualizado. jGracias a
todos nuestros defensores del condado de Whatcom por todo su trabajo para nuestros feligreses!
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Y finalmente, el jueves, asisti a un almuerzo del clero organizado por la Coalicién Interreligiosa. La Coalicidon Interreligiosa es
un esfuerzo de colaboracidon de muchas iglesias y comunidades religiosas en el condado de Whatcom, que buscan asumir
proyectos comunes. Mas recientemente, es posible que recuerde que administraban viviendas temporales para familias sin
hogar con nifios. Antes de eso, pusieron en marcha Unity Care Northwest. En este momento, Interfaith ha escindido la
mayoria de sus ministerios directos, por lo que esta reinvirtiendo en el clero local para ver hacia dénde nos dirigen nuestras
relaciones y conversaciones, y esperamos que eso resulte en un nuevo ministerio inspirado por el Espiritu Santo. Tengo muy
pocas oportunidades de interactuar con clérigos no catdlicos, asi que me alegro de haber ido. También se nos dio una
presentacidn sobre el Proyecto Potluck, la dltima iniciativa de la organizacion que fue iniciada por el P. Bill Treacy de esta
Arquididcesis.

Una vez mas, todos estos fueron talleres importantes y valiosos, y voy a seguir dedicando tiempo a ellos. Solo desearia tener 9

dias a la semana, para poder asistir a ellos y hacer toda mi administracion. Estoy seguro de que ninguno de ustedes puede
identificarse.

Con motivo del 802 aniversario de los bombardeos atémicos y el final de la Segunda Guerra Mundial, nosotros, los abajo
firmantes representantes de las organizaciones de sobrevivientes de la bomba atdémica, cardenales, arzobispos y obispos de la
Iglesia Catdlica en los Estados Unidos, Corea del Sur y Japdn, nos hemos reunido en Hiroshima para recordar a las victimas de
la Segunda Guerra Mundial, para honrar la memoria de aquellos que soportaron un sufrimiento inimaginable causado por los
bombardeos atémicos. incluidos los de la peninsula de Corea y otras regiones de Asia, y rezar para que tal tragedia nunca se
repita. Nos complace que los esfuerzos de larga data de la Confederacidn Japonesa de Organizaciones de Victimas de Bombas
Atémicas y H (Nihon Hidankyo) hayan sido reconocidos de manera destacada con el Premio Nobel de la Paz del afio pasado.
