Pastor’s Note

As | have mentioned before, much of the way | approach my priesthood is driven by the urgent and all-consuming need to
stop, and hopefully reverse, the mass exodus of people from the Catholic faith — the greatest apostasy we have seen since the
Reformation. Unfortunately, in approaching this mission, | am prone, like anyone else, to assume that my personal faith
experiences are universal experiences, e.g. that what kept me Catholic is what will keep everyone Catholic. But | know that
this is an assumption that | have to resist in order to be a good leader for all Catholics in our parish.

| fight this reductionist temptation in two ways. First, | slavishly follow the written documents and teachings of the Church,
believing that they are far wiser and more universal than my personal experiences and opinions. Second, | always keep an eye
out for data on the experiences and preferences of Americans and Catholics as a whole.

So you can imagine how excited | was when the Pillar undertook a survey of Catholic beliefs and practices and published the
results in a five-part series. | am still pouring over the results, and maybe some of our parishioners will join me.

Last month, the United Kingdom hosted the 26th United Nations Climate Change
Conference (COP26). World leaders gathered in Glasgow, Scotland to work for the
preservation of our planet. Many vowed to cut greenhouse gases and other
emissions in an effort to stem the devastating effects of the climate crisis.

In his encyclical Laudato St’, Pope Francis calls us toward sustainability in the spirit
of integral ecology.

To better understand COP 26 from a faith perspective, Brian Roewe, environmental
correspondent for the National Catholic Reporter, and Jeff Renner, Emmy-winning
meteorologist, will offer their reflections.
