Pastor’s Note

Next week, the parish staff and | are engaging in ~*PuRgE dAy*~, an event the staff can tell you | have been excited about
since we put it on the calendar a month or so ago. As with families who have been in the same house for a long time, our
parish has numerous closets, spaces, and even rooms that have filled items no longer in active use. No space starts like this, of
course. First an individual or group claims a room and uses it actively, keeping it organized and useful. But then that individual
or group loses motivation, gets distracted, or even moves away or becomes defunct. The space is no longer actively used, new
things get added without being organized, the stuff in the back gets forgotten entirely, and eventually the space becomes
chaotic and unusable. Of the many things | would like to accomplish while | am here at Assumption, cleaning out all of our
closets is pretty high on my list of desires. [Preach the Gospel, of course, love people, AND CLEAN CLOSETS. The third great
commandment.] And this week is the first step in achieving that dream!

Specifically, we will be cleaning out the basement of the church, which is currently a mix of decades-old liturgical items (think
80s, 90s, maybe 00’s) and Harvest Festival decorations and supplies. With no concrete plans to bring back the Harvest
Festival?, it does not make sense to hold on to all of the decorations out of a sense of nostalgia. And many of the liturgical
items are things like ribbon banners and amateur-made items which do not fit our current liturgical aesthetics. So we are
going to reclaim the basement space (which is so near to our flower sacristy) for many of the liturgical decorations that we do
use, which have ended up in the old choir room in the bell tower (making them very difficult to access). After the basement,
maybe the St. Jude room in the gym. After the St. Jude room, probably the basement of the parish office building. After the
basement of the office, maybe the WORLD!!

All of that said, | am hyper aware of the importance of remembering our history. | recently cleaned out a few boxes of files in
the pastor’s office that went back almost 20 years, and through it all I knew that | should keep anything that showed the
growth and change in our parish, the different decisions we made and events we held, the pieces of paper that gave a glimpse
into how Christ has been working in Bellingham since before some of us were born. The same is true when | clean out a space:
it takes a lot of work because we have to evaluate every item, rather than throw them into the dumpster indiscriminately. |
am very proud of this community and | love learning about its history, and | try very hard not to jeopardize that. Just like the
faith itself, in our history we have been given a gift of which we are stewards, not masters. Even as we might go in new
directions, where we came from always matters.

May the Lord bless you always,

Nota del Pastor

La proxima semana, el personal de la parroquia y yo estamos participando en ~*PuRgE dAy/Dia dE pUrGa*~, un evento que el
personal puede decirles que me ha entusiasmado desde que lo pusimos en el calendario hace un mes mds o menos. Al igual que con
las familias que han estado en la misma casa durante mucho tiempo, nuestra parroquia tiene numerosos armarios, espacios e
incluso habitaciones que han llenado articulos que ya no estan en uso. Ningln espacio comienza asi, por supuesto. Primero, un
individuo o grupo reclama una habitacién y la usa activamente, manteniéndola organizada y util. Pero luego ese individuo o grupo
pierde la motivacidn, se distrae o incluso se aleja o se desvanece. El espacio ya no se usa activamente, se agregan cosas nuevas sin
organizarse, las cosas en la parte posterior se olvidan por completo y, finalmente, el espacio se vuelve cadtico e inutilizable. De las
muchas cosas que me gustaria lograr mientras estoy aqui en Asuncidn, limpiar todos nuestros armarios es bastante alto en mi lista
de deseos. [Predicad el Evangelio, por supuesto, ama a la gente, Y LIMPIA ARMARIOS. El tercer gran mandamiento.] iY esta semana
es el primer paso para lograr ese suefio!

Especificamente, limpiaremos el s6tano de la iglesia, que actualmente es una mezcla de articulos liturgicos de décadas de
antigiedad (piense en los afios 80, 90, tal vez 00) y decoraciones y suministros del Festival de la Cosecha. Sin planes concretos para
traer de vuelta el Festival de la Cosecha, no tiene sentido aferrarse a todas las decoraciones por un sentido de nostalgia. Y muchos
de los articulos liturgicos son cosas como pancartas de cinta y articulos hechos por aficionados que no se ajustan a nuestra estética
litrgica actual. Asi que vamos a recuperar el espacio del sétano (que esta tan cerca de nuestra sacristia de flores) para muchas de
las decoraciones liturgicas que si utilizamos, que han terminado en la antigua sala del coro en el campanario (haciéndolas de muy
dificil acceso). Después del sdtano, tal vez la sala de St. Juda en el gimnasio. Después de la sala de St. Juda, probablemente el s6tano
del edificio de oficinas parroquiales. iiDespués del sétano de la oficina, tal vez el MUNDO!!

Dicho todo esto, soy muy consciente de la importancia de recordar nuestra historia. Recientemente limpié algunas cajas de archivos
en la oficina del pastor que se remontaban a casi 20 afios, y a través de todo esto sabia que debia guardar cualquier cosa que
mostrara el crecimiento y el cambio en nuestra parroquia, las diferentes decisiones que tomamos y los eventos que celebramos, los
pedazos de papel que dieron una idea de cdmo Cristo han estado trabajando en Bellingham desde antes de que algunos de nosotros
nacieran. Lo mismo es cierto cuando limpio un espacio: lleva mucho trabajo porque tenemos que evaluar cada articulo, en lugar de
tirarlos al contenedor de basura indiscriminadamente. Estoy muy orgulloso de esta comunidad y me encanta aprender sobre su
historia, y me esfuerzo mucho por no poner en peligro eso. Al igual que la fe misma, en nuestra historia se nos ha dado un don del
cual somos mayo'rdomos, no maestros. Incluso cuando podriamos ir en nuevas direcciones, de dénde venimos siempre importa.
