Pastor’s Note

This week, the parish staff and | went on a “strategy retreat” at St. Joseph’s in Ferndale (thank you to that parish for their
hospitality!) where we spent the day talking about our vision for the parish over the next twelve months. Of course, and it
should be no surprise to anyone who has been listening to my recent homilies, we spent time reviewing and recommitting
ourselves to the Pastoral Plan, the Reach More (missionary training) program, and the upcoming roll out of the Next Step

prayer topics.

In the course of our discussions, though, we realized that much of our evangelization focus relies on teaching our parishioners
how to bring the topics of Jesus and faith into their already existing relationships with family, friends, and associates —
meaning that our parishioners need to have these relationships to begin with. Specifically, we talked about how important it is
to help forge relationships between parishioners, especially with the amount of population movement that Bellingham sees
each year — new parishioners coming, old parishioners leaving, etc. We discussed the need to create social environments to
foster these natural relationships before they can become supernatural relationships of faith. And we discussed the need to
reinvigorate the faith of our parishioners regularly so that they remain motivated to bring Jesus into their relationships.

Through all of this, | was very thankful that we already had Mission Week on the calendar, and that (with the help of our
Evangelical Catholic consultant Kendra) we had settled on the format that we did. Mass — the source and summit of our faith —
to bring us together in the unity of the Church; then dinner, to help create those social bonds; and an inspiring talk, to help
inspire us to make faith the center of those bonds. Obviously focusing on these things cannot just happen one week each
year, and we need to continue our efforts with things like Coffee and Donuts, name tag weekends, etc., but | am still really
excited for what next week holds.

Nota del Pastor

Esta semana, el personal de la parroquia y yo fuimos a un "retiro de estrategia" en San José en Ferndale (igracias a esa parroquia por
su hospitalidad!) donde pasamos el dia hablando sobre nuestra visién para la parroquia durante los préximos doce meses. Por
supuesto, y no deberia sorprender a nadie que haya estado escuchando mis recientes homilias, pasamos tiempo revisando y
volviendo a comprometernos con el Plan Pastoral, el programa Reach More (capacitacion misional) y el préximo lanzamiento de los

temas de oracién del Siguiente Paso.

Sin embargo, en el curso de nuestras discusiones, nos dimos cuenta de que gran parte de nuestro enfoque de evangelizacidn se basa
en ensefiar a nuestros feligreses como llevar los temas de Jesus y la fe a sus relaciones ya existentes con familiares, amigos y
asociados, lo que significa que nuestros feligreses necesitan tener estas relaciones para empezar. Especificamente, hablamos sobre
lo importante que es ayudar a forjar relaciones entre los feligreses, especialmente con la cantidad de movimiento de poblacion que
Bellingham ve cada afo: nuevos feligreses que vienen, viejos feligreses que se van, etc. Discutimos la necesidad de crear entornos
sociales para fomentar estas relaciones naturales antes de que puedan convertirse en relaciones sobrenaturales de fe. Y discutimos
la necesidad de revitalizar |a fe de nuestros feligreses regularmente para que permanezcan motivados para traer a Jesus a sus
relaciones.

A través de todo esto, estaba muy agradecido de que ya tuviéramos la Semana de la Misidon en el calendario, y que (con la ayuda de
nuestra consultora evangélica catélica Kendra) nos hubiéramos decidido por el formato que hicimos. Misa, fuente y cumbre de
nuestra fe, para unirnos en la unidad de la Iglesia; luego la cena, para ayudar a crear esos lazos sociales; y una charla inspiradora,
para ayudarnos a inspirarnos a hacer de la fe el centro de esos vinculos.
