Pastor’s Note

Last month, my fellow priests elected me Dean of the Northern Deanery (all the Catholic parishes in Whatcom, Skagit, San
Juan, and Island Counties). | wish | could say that | had done something to deserve it, but the honest truth is that | was the
only priest in the area to accept the nomination. It can be a thankless job with plenty of additional work, and none of us are
really incentivized by the slight pay bump. But | have always done well with committees and organization, so | choose to stand
for election and won by default. (The one perk that does intrigue me, though, is that | get to use the title “Very Rev.” rather

than just “Rev.” for my time as dean. Look forward to my leaning way too hard into that. @)

Now, | need to correct my statement above. Legally my fellow priests elected me as their representative to the Presbyteral
Council, the group of priests that the Archbishop is required to consult regularly and on certain important matters. In the
Archdiocese of Seattle, the custom (for a few decades?) has been that the Archbishop then appoints that Presbyteral Council
representative as Dean of the Deanery that elected him. But, as | have recently learned, those two positions are separate and
serve different functions. | learned this because Archbishop Etienne is looking to split those two positions going forward. As he
put it, the Presbyteral Council representatives represent the priests to the Archbishop, while the Deans represent the
Archbishop to the priests, and those two positions are not always best filled by the same person.

I must say, | have incredible respect for the administrative capabilities of our present Archbishop, and to hear him speak about
trying to improve the functioning of our Archdiocese by returning us to the Code of Canon Law’s original intentions for these
positions filled me with a childlike joy. | am really excited about being part of the process of rethinking the relationship
between Deans and the Presbyteral Council, and | had no idea that | would get to dive so deeply into canon law by accepting
this position. It (almost) makes up for all the additional work | have to do now. It also (almost) makes up for the fact that, in
order to implement this change next year, the Archbishop has only given me a one-year term as Dean, rather than the
standard three years, meaning | should probably not print any business cards with my new title on them.

Nota del Pastor

El mes pasado, mis compafieros sacerdotes me eligieron Decano del Decanato del Norte (todas las parroquias catolicas en los
condados de Whatcom, Skagit, San Juan e Island). Ojala pudiera decir que habia hecho algo para merecerlo, pero la verdad
honesta es que fui el Unico sacerdote en el drea que aceptd la nominacién. Puede ser un trabajo ingrato con mucho trabajo
adicional, y ninguno de nosotros esta realmente incentivado por el ligero aumento salarial. Pero siempre me ha ido bien con
los comités y la organizacidn, asi que elijo presentarme a las elecciones y gané por defecto. (La Unica ventaja que me intriga,
sin embargo, es que puedo usar el titulo "Muy Rev." en lugar de solo "Rev." para mi tiempo como decano. Espero que me

incline demasiado en eso. @)

Ahora, necesito corregir mi declaracién anterior. Legalmente, mis compafieros sacerdotes me eligieron su representante en el
Consejo Presbiteral, el grupo de sacerdotes que el arzobispo debe consultar regularmente y sobre ciertos asuntos
importantes. En la Arquididcesis de Seattle, la costumbre (¢durante algunas décadas?) ha sido que el arzobispo luego nombra
a ese representante del Consejo Presbiteral como Decano del Decanato que lo eligid. Pero, como he aprendido
recientemente, esas dos posiciones estan separadas y cumplen funciones diferentes. Aprendi esto porque el arzobispo
Etienne estd buscando dividir esas dos posiciones en el futuro. Como él dijo, los representantes del Consejo Presbiteral
representan a los sacerdotes ante el arzobispo, mientras que los Decanos representan al arzobispo ante los sacerdotes, y esos
dos puestos no siempre son mejor ocupados por la misma persona.

Debo decir que tengo un respeto increible por las capacidades administrativas de nuestro actual arzobispo, y escucharlo
hablar sobre tratar de mejorar el funcionamiento de nuestra Arquididcesis devolviéndonos a las intenciones originales del
Cédigo de Derecho Candnico para estos puestos me llend de una alegria infantil. Estoy muy emocionado de ser parte del
proceso de repensar la relacién entre los Decanos y el Consejo Presbiteral, y no tenia idea de que llegaria a sumergirme tan
profundamente en el derecho candnico al aceptar esta posicion. (casi) compensa todo el trabajo adicional que tengo que
hacer ahora. También (casi) compensa el hecho de que, para implementar este cambio el proximo afio, el Arzobispo solo me
ha dado un mandato de un afio como Decano, en lugar de los tres afios estandar, lo que significa que probablemente no
deberia imprimir ninguna tarjeta de visita con mi nuevo titulo en ellas.
