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Go, therefore, and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the holy
Spirit, teaching them to observe all that | have commanded you. And behold, | am with you always, until the end of the age.
-Matthew 28:19-20

Pastor’s Note

With the return of the chalice for the people at Mass on the horizon, this seems like an appropriate time to do an
historical/theological series on the use of the chalice for the people at Mass.

Obviously, the Lord himself used both bread and wine at the Last Supper and gave both to his apostles. We are certain the
practice of the laity (and not just the clergy) receiving from the chalice continued for centuries, as it is referenced in the 65th
chapter of the First Apology of St. Justin Martyr (summary | text) from c. A.D. 156 and in Lecture XXIIl.22 of the Mystagogic
Catecheses of St. Cyril of Jerusalem (summary | text) from c. A.D. 380. So when did the chalice stop being used for the people?

Fr. Jungmann has this to say in his Mass of the Roman Rite (an incredibly detailed book about the historical development of

the Mass): “Giving the chalice to the Christian people lasted longer than giving the eucharistic bread into the hand®. Naturally,
with regard to the chalice, there was even greater insistence in the warning not to spill anything, but even with the best will in
the world it was often of no avail. However, for centuries the Communion of the chalice continued unchanged for the laity [...]
All drank from the same chalice, which was either the consecration chalice or a special distribution chalice [...] When
necessary, several such chalices were used. [...]” (Volume Il, pp. 382ff.)

Fr. Jungmann goes on to describe three solutions that were used in later centuries to protect the chalice from spilling while
still distributing to the people: (1) mixing a little of the precious blood into a chalice consisting mostly of unconsecrated wine?,
(2) using a tube (straw) to consume from the chalice3, or (3) dipping the host into the chalice (“intinction”). However, he
continues:

“Since the twelfth century the chalice Communion was discontinued more and more in the West. Developments in
dogma which led to a clearer understanding that per concomitantiam the entire Christ is present under both species
seemed to have been decisive in bringing this about. The command of Christ, “Eat and drink,” could be regarded as
fulfilled by the priest who stands at the altar as head of the congregation. In fact Communion under one species was
not unknown even in earlier times. Communion was given to infants and young children after Baptism under the form
of wine. Occasionally, too, this was done in the case of those morally sick. In Communion at home, of course, only the
form of bread was generally under consideration.

“At the time the Summa theologica of St. Thomas (d. 1274) was being completed, the chalice Communion had not as
yet disappeared everywhere, for the author mentions the practice of no giving the Precious Blood to the people and
of having the priest alone consume it, and he qualifies the practice merely as the well-founded custom of some
churches. On special occasions the lay chalice was still retained n the fourteenth century and even later, as at the

2 A practice that sounds horrifying to us today; but remember that Eucharistic devotion has only increased over the centuries, and
previous centuries focused more on the reception and less on the devotion.

coronation of emperors and kings, and at the Easter Sunday Mass at the Capella papalis', where quicumque voluerit
vere confessus et paenitens? was permitted to communicate in this way. Also in some monasteries of the old orders
the chalice Communion was still retained for a long time, in part even beyond the Middle Ages. A certain reminder of
this is seen in the ablution chalice® which remained customary in part until the last centuries.”

Next week, we’ll pick up with the Council of Trent, Vatican I, and the present form of the Mass.

Vayan, pues, y hagan discipulos de todas las naciones, bautizéndolos en el nombre del Padre y del Hijo y del Espiritu

Santo, ensefidndoles a guardar todo lo que les he mandado;
y irecuerden! Yo estoy con ustedes todos los dias, hasta el fin del mundo. -Mateo 28, 19-20

Nota del Pastor

Con el regreso del cdliz para el pueblo en la Misa en el horizonte, este parece un momento apropiado para hacer una serie
historica/teoldgica sobre el uso del céliz para el pueblo en la Misa.

Obviamente, el Sefior mismo usé pan y vino en la Ultima Cena y les dio ambos a sus apdstoles. Estamos seguros de que la
practica de los laicos (y no solo del clero) de recibir del caliz continud durante siglos, como se menciona en el capitulo 65 de la
Primera Apologia de San Justino Martir de c. AD 156 y en la Conferencia XXIII.22 de las Catequesis Mistagdgicas de San Cirilo
de Jerusalén de c. AD 380. Entonces, écuando dejé de usarse el caliz para la gente?

Padre Jungmann tiene esto que decir en su Misa del Rito Romano (un libro increiblemente detallado sobre el desarrollo
histdrico de la Misa): “Dar el caliz al pueblo cristiano duré mas que dar el pan eucaristico en la mano. Naturalmente, con
respecto al cdliz, se insistié alin mas en la advertencia de no derramar nada, pero incluso con la mejor voluntad del mundo,
muchas veces fue en vano. Sin embargo, durante siglos la Comunidn del caliz continud sin cambios para los laicos [...] Todos
bebian del mismo caliz, que era el caliz de consagracién o un caliz de distribucién especial [...] Cuando era necesario, se
usaban varios de esos calices [...]”

Padre Jungmann continta describiendo tres soluciones que se usaron en siglos posteriores para evitar que el caliz se
derramara mientras aun se distribuia a la gente: (1) mezclar un poco de la sangre preciosa en un cdliz que consistia
principalmente en vino sin consagrar, (2) usar un tubo (pajilla) para consumir del caliz, o (3) sumergir la hostia en el caliz
("intincion"). Sin embargo, continua:

“Desde el siglo XII, la Comunidn del cdliz se suspendié cada vez mds en Occidente. Los desarrollos en el dogma que
condujeron a una comprension mas clara de que per concomitantiam todo el Cristo esta presente bajo ambas
especies parecen haber sido decisivos para lograr esto. El mandato de Cristo, "Comed y bebed", podria considerarse
cumplido por el sacerdote que se encuentra en el altar como cabeza de la congregacion. De hecho, la Comunién bajo
una especie no era desconocida incluso en épocas anteriores. La comunidn se daba a los infantes y nifios pequefios
después del Bautismo bajo la forma de vino. Ocasionalmente, también, esto se hizo en el caso de los moralmente
enfermos. En la Comunidn en casa, por supuesto, sélo se consideraba generalmente la forma del pan.

“En el momento en que se completaba la Summa theologica de Santo Tomas (m. 1274), la Comunidn del caliz ain no
habia desaparecido por todas partes, porque el autor menciona la prdactica de no dar la Preciosa Sangre al pueblo y de
tener al sacerdote solo lo consumen, y él califica la practica simplemente como la costumbre bien fundada de algunas
iglesias. En ocasiones especiales, el caliz laico todavia se conservaba en el siglo XIV e incluso mas tarde, como en la
coronacion de emperadores y reyes, y en la Misa del Domingo de Pascua en la capilla papal, donde se permitia “el que
quiera, verdaderamente confesado y estando arrepentido” para comunicarse en este camino. También en algunos
monasterios de las érdenes antiguas la Comunién en caliz se mantuvo todavia durante mucho tiempo, en parte



incluso mas alld de la Edad Media. Un cierto recordatorio de esto se ve en el céliz de ablucién que siguié siendo
habitual en parte hasta los ultimos siglos.”

La préxima semana, continuaremos con el Concilio de Trento, el Vaticano Il y la forma actual de la Misa.
