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Go, therefore, and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the holy
Spirit, teaching them to observe all that | have commanded you. And behold, | am with you always, until the end of the age.
-Matthew 28:19-20

Pastor’s Note

Today we pick up where we left off last week on the history of sharing the chalice with the laity at Mass.
Fr. Jungmann continues his account:

“When the chalice Communion was already practically forgotten [in the 12 century], it was seized upon by hostile
groups and made a symbol of their movement. Thereupon, after first being forbidden, the lay chalice was granted in
1433 for Bohemia. After the Council of Trent, the use of the chalice was granted for Germany, under certain specified
conditions, but after some unhappy experiences the concession was withdrawn, for Bavaria in 1571, for Austria in
1584, and for Bohemia and in general, in 1621.”

The most notable dissenter of all, of course, was Marin Luther, who addresses the question of communion under both kinds
extensively in his 1520 treaties On the Babylonian Captivity of the Church. His conclusion from that treatment was:

The first captivity of this sacrament, therefore, concerns its substance or completeness, which the tyranny of Rome has
wrested from us. Not that those who use only one kind sin against Christ, for Christ did not command the use of either
kind, but left it to the choice of each individual, when he said: “As often as you do this, do it in remembrance of me” [l
Cor. 11:25]. But they are the sinners, who forbid the giving of both kinds to those who wish to exercise this choice. The
fault lies not with the laity, but with the priests. The sacrament does not belong to the priests, but to all men. The
priests are not lords, but servants in duty bound to administer both kinds to those who desire them, as often as they
desire them. If they wrest this right from the laity and deny it to them by force, they are tyrants; but the laity are
without fault, whether they lack one kind or both kinds. In the meantime they must be preserved by their faith and by
their desire for the complete sacrament.

The Council of Trent addressed the Reformers’ arguments in Session XXI (July 1562). Of most interest to our discussion are the
following:

“[This Council] declares furthermore, that in the dispensation of the sacraments [...] the Church may, according to
circumstances, times and places, determine or change whatever she may judge most expedient for the benefit of those
receiving them or for the veneration of the sacraments; and this power has always been hers. [...] Wherefore, though
from the beginning of the Christian religion the use of both forms has not been infrequent, yet since that custom has
been already very widely changed, holy mother Church, cognizant of her authority in the administration of the
sacraments, has, induced by just and weighty reasons, approved this custom of communicating under either species
and has decreed that it be considered the law, which may not be repudiated or changed at pleasure without the
authority of the Church.”

“[This Council] declares, moreover, that though our Redeemer at the last supper instituted and administered this
sacrament to the Apostles under two forms, as has already been said, yet it must be acknowledged that Christ, whole
and entire, and a true sacrament are received under either form alone, and therefore, as regards its fruits, those who
receive one species only are not deprived of any grace necessary to salvation.”

You can see in these passages from an Ecumenical Council (the highest expression, united with the Pope, of the magisterium
of the Church!) why the bishops of the world felt so free to restrict the chalice immediately during the COVID-19 pandemic
and why some U.S. bishops would even restrict the chalice during flu season long before COVID became a reality.

Next week we will finish up with Vatican Il and the current Mass rubrics.

Nota del Pastor

Hoy retomamos donde lo dejamos la semana pasada sobre |a historia de compartir el cdliz con los laicos en la Misa.

El P. Jungmann continua su relato:

"Cuando la Comunion del cdliz ya estaba prdcticamente olvidada [en el siglo Xll], fue aprovechada por grupos hostiles
y se convirtié en un simbolo de su movimiento. A continuacion, después de haber sido prohibido por primera vez, el
cdliz laico fue concedido en 1433 para Bohemia. Después del Concilio de Trento, el uso del cdliz se concedié para
Alemania, bajo ciertas condiciones especificas, pero después de algunas experiencias infelices la concesion fue
retirada, para Baviera en 1571, para Austria en 1584, y para Bohemia y en general, en 1621.

El disidente mas notable de todos, por supuesto, fue Martin Luther, quien aborda la cuestién de la comunién bajo ambos tipos
extensamente en sus tratados de 1520 Sobre el cautiverio babildnico de la Iglesia. Su conclusidén de ese tratamiento fue:

El primer cautiverio de este sacramento, por lo tanto, se refiere a su sustancia o integridad, que la tirania de Roma nos
ha arrebatado. No es que aquellos que usan un solo tipo pequen contra Cristo, porque Cristo no ordend el uso de
ninguno de los dos tipos, sino que lo dejo a la eleccion de cada individuo, cuando dijo: "Tan a menudo como hacéis
esto, hacedlo en memoria de mi" [I Corintios 11:25]. Pero son los pecadores, que prohiben la entrega de ambos tipos a
aquellos que desean ejercer esta eleccion. La culpa no es de los laicos, sino de los sacerdotes. El sacramento no
pertenece a los sacerdotes, sino a todos los hombres. Los sacerdotes no son sefiores, sino siervos en el deber obligados
a administrar ambos tipos a aquellos que los desean, tan a menudo como los deseen. Si arrebatan este derecho a los
laicos y se lo niegan por la fuerza, son tiranos; pero los laicos no tienen culpa, ya sea que carezcan de un tipo o de
ambos tipos. Mientras tanto, deben ser preservados por su fe y por su deseo de la Santa Cena completa.

El Concilio de Trento abordd los argumentos de los reformadores en |a Sesion XXI (julio de 1562). De mayor interés para
nuestra discusion son los siguientes:

"[Este Concilio] declara, ademds, que en la dispensacion de los sacramentos [...] la Iglesia podrd, segun las
circunstancias, los tiempos y los lugares, determinar o cambiar lo que considere mds conveniente para el beneficio de
quienes los reciben o para la veneracion de los sacramentos; y este poder siempre ha sido suyo. [...] Por lo tanto,
aunque desde el comienzo de la religion cristiana el uso de ambas formas no ha sido infrecuente, sin embargo, dado
que esa costumbre ya ha sido muy ampliamente cambiada, la santa madre Iglesia, consciente de su autoridad en la
administracion de los sacramentos, ha aprobado, inducida por razones justas y de peso, esta costumbre de
comunicarse bajo cualquiera de las dos especies y ha decretado que se considere la ley, que no puede ser repudiado o
cambiado a placer sin la autoridad de la Iglesia”.

"[Este Concilio] declara, ademds, que, aunque nuestro Redentor en la ultima cena instituyd y administroé este
sacramento a los Apdstoles bajo dos formas, como ya se ha dicho, sin embargo, debe reconocerse que Cristo, entero y
entero, y un verdadero sacramento se reciben solo bajo cualquiera de las dos formas, y por lo tanto, en lo que respecta
a sus frutos, aquellos que reciben una sola especie no se ven privados de ninguna gracia necesaria para la salvacion".
