Pastor’s Note

As much as people probably want me to focus on the Thanksgiving Holiday in this note, | really need to focus on the recently
announced recommendation that all parishes in Whatcom County be merged into one canonical parish by July 2027.

What is Partners in the Gospel?
Seriously, there is so much information about this on the Archdiocesan website (https://archseattle.org/partners/). You can
find all kinds of introductions, explanations, and FAQs.

Very generally, it is a major consolidation of parishes across the Archdiocese of Seattle. Remember, a parish is an
administrative unit, while a church is a worship location. So this initiative forces neighboring parishes to work together as one
unit under one pastor, but does not necessarily require closing church buildings.

What Recently Changed?
It was originally proposed that Whatcom County be divided into two families, generally “Bellingham” and “North County”. It is

now being proposed that Whatcom County be combined into one family, encompassing the entire county. Previously, we the
county would have had two pastors, likely based out of Bellingham and Ferndale, each with one assistant priest. The new
recommendation is that we only have one pastor, likely based out of Bellingham, with three assistant priests.

Who Recommended This?

Three groups were assembled together to process the input from parishioners and make a final recommendation to the

Archbishop. They were:

e Presbyteral Council: The Archbishop’s senate of priests, consisting of the 10 regional deans (of which | am one) and

another 10 — 12 priests chosen by him, most of whom have some responsibility at the chancery.
e Oversight Committee: A group assembled specifically for Partners in the Gospel, to give feedback on the direction of
the program and any major decisions that need to be made.

e Priest Placement Board: The group of priests who help the Archbishop determine where to assign priests.

Why Did They Recommend This?
There was serious concern about the resource imbalance between Bellingham and North County. With the Church continuing

to shrink, there was a worry that the North County parishes would quickly find themselves with too few people and too few
dollars to support themselves or to carry out effective ministry. The thinking was that if we did not combine everyone now,
we might have to do so in 5 — 10 years, so why not take the long view and do it now?

A Look at the Data
The recommendation group was provided with parish data, some of which | have replicated here. | think it is helpful to

guantify where the concern came from.

You can see that the Bellingham parishes have 60% of the county parishioners and 69% of the county financial resources.
Additionally, considering that maybe 50% of Lynden’s parishioners are from the Spanish Mass (compared to 25% at
Assumption), none of the North County parishes seem robust enough to serve as an administrative hub.

Feedback Requested

All of this said, the Archdiocese wants to make sure that people have the chance to be heard about this recommended
change. Ultimately, the Presbyteral Council, Oversight Committee, and Priest Placement Board have made their
recommendation, and that recommendation will not change. However, the Archbishop makes the final decision, and
parishioner feedback will be given to him before he does.

Please provide your feedback in English, Spanish, or Vietnamese.

Please make sure to provide your feedback even and especially if you like the change. Most of the time, only people who are
upset provide feedback. But for the Archbishop to make an informed decision, he needs to hear from everybody.

Reasons for Recommended Changes

This change was recommended in response extensive discussion among the people of God, and with the need
for a long-term plan for financial stability in all of the Whatcom County parishes. This combination was also
recommended due to the possibility this would open for more creative assignment of a group of priests in the
region to respond to unique ministerial needs (including Hispanic ministry and ministry to the Lummi

community and the WWU Newman Center).

Things to Remember

All input on the recommended families is due by December 15.

This family configuration is still a recommendation: there is the possibility that some families may

change as a result of Archbishop Etienne’s final discernment.

All parish families will receive at least two priests; one pastor, and one or more parochial vicar(s).
Final parish families will be announced in early 2024, and families will form July 1.

Pastor assignments will be announced in Spring of 2024.

Families will have roughly three years to determine their plan for becoming one canonical parish; it is

during this time of discernment that major decisions around Mass times, building use, and other topics

will be made.

Nota del Pastor

Por mucho que la gente probablemente quiera que me concentre en el Dia de Accidn de Gracias en esta nota, realmente
necesito concentrarme en la recomendacién recientemente anunciada de que todas las parroquias del condado de Whatcom
se uniran en una parroquia candnica para julio de 2027.

éQué es Socios en el Evangelio?
En serio, hay mucha informacion sobre esto en el sitio web de la Arquididcesis (https://archseattle.org/partners/). Puedes
encontrar todo tipo de presentaciones, explicaciones y preguntas frecuentes.

En general, se trata de una importante consolidacién de parroquias en toda la Arquidiécesis de Seattle. Recuerde, una
parroquia es una unidad administrativa, mientras que una iglesia es un lugar de culto. Por lo tanto, esta iniciativa obliga a las
parroquias vecinas a trabajar juntas como una unidad bajo un solo parroco, pero no necesariamente requiere el cierre de los
edificios de la iglesia.

éQué ha cambiado recientemente? Originalmente se propuso que el condado de Whatcom se dividiera en dos familias,
generalmente "Bellingham" y "North County". Ahora se esta proponiendo que el condado de Whatcom se combine en una

sola familia, que abarque todo el condado. Anteriormente, nosotros, el condado, habriamos tenido dos pastores,
probablemente con sede en Bellingham y Ferndale, cada uno con un sacerdote asistente. La nueva recomendacién es que solo
tengamos un pastor, probablemente con sede en Bellingham, con tres sacerdotes asistentes.

éQuién recomendd esto?
Se reunieron tres grupos para procesar los aportes de los feligreses y hacer una recomendacién final al Arzobispo. Ellos

fueron:

e Consejo Presbiteral: El senado de sacerdotes del Arzobispo, formado por los 10 decanos regionales (de los cuales yo
soy uno) y otros 10 — 12 sacerdotes elegidos por él, la mayoria de los cuales tienen alguna responsabilidad en la

cancilleria.
e Comité de Supervisién: Un grupo reunido especificamente para Socios en el Evangelio, para dar retroalimentacién

sobre la direccidn del programa y cualquier decision importante que deba tomarse.
e Junta de Colocacidn de Sacerdotes: El grupo de sacerdotes que ayudan al Arzobispo a determinar dénde asignar a los

sacerdotes.
éPor qué recomendaron esto?
Habia una seria preocupacion por el desequilibrio de recursos entre Bellingham y North County. Con la Iglesia continuando

reduciéndose, existia la preocupacién de que las parroquias del norte del condado se encontraran rdpidamente con muy
pocas personas y muy pocos délares para mantenerse a si mismos o para llevar a cabo un ministerio efectivo. La idea era que,
si no combindabamos a todo el mundo ahora, podriamos tener que hacerlo en 5 0 10 afos, asi que épor qué no tener una
visién a largo plazo y hacerlo ahora?

Se puede ver que las parroquias de Bellingham tienen el 60% de los feligreses del condado y el 69% de los recursos financieros
del condado. Ademas, teniendo en cuenta que tal vez el 50% de los feligreses de Lynden son de la Misa en espafiol (en
comparacién con el 25% en Asuncion), ninguna de las parroquias del norte del condado parece lo suficientemente robusta
como para servir como un centro administrativo.

Comentarios solicitados

Dicho todo esto, la Arquididcesis quiere asegurarse de que las personas tengan la oportunidad de ser escuchadas sobre este
cambio recomendado. En ultima instancia, el Consejo Presbiteral, el Comité de Supervision y la Junta de Colocacidén de
Sacerdotes han hecho su recomendacién, y esa recomendaciéon no cambiara. Sin embargo, el arzobispo toma la decisidn final,
y los feligreses le daran su opinidn antes de que lo haga.

Por favor, proporcione sus comentarios en inglés, espanol o vietnamita.

Por favor, aseglrese de proporcionar sus comentarios incluso y especialmente si le gusta el cambio. La mayoria de las veces,
solo las personas que estan molestas brindan retroalimentacion. Pero para que el arzobispo tome una decision informada,
necesita escuchar a todos.
